Consent agenda, which 

consisted of the minutes 

from the May 11, 2009 

meeting, the May 26, 2009 

meeting, the Disbursement 

List, the Public Works Di-

rector’s Report, Clerk’s 

Report and the Librarian’s 

Report were all approved.   

Clerk stated that the Swink 

Recreation Program has a 

balance of $2,725.76.  

Clodfelter stated that the 

baseball games have started 

and she is in the process of 

registering for Ceramics. 

Finance Committee did 

meet and discussed the 

workmen’s comp carrier.  

Wallace also stated that a 

new Neptune meter reader 

was ordered.  The finance 

committee will also meet 

on June 15, 2009 at 5:30. 

Dell stated that he attended 

a CO-RAD meeting  last 

week.  He also stated that 

he visited with Jason 

Meyer, GMS Engineer, 

about paperwork for a 

grant.  Stone and Cordova 

also attended this meeting.  

Mr. Malouff stated that 

council is facing two sepa-

rated issues with CO-RAD.  

The technical side and the 

legal (financial) side.  He 

stated that Dell should be 

responsible for the techni-

cal aspects as it is his li-

cense on the line.   Council 

should be responsible for 

the budget/financial side of 

this process.

Clodfelter stated that we are currently rent-

ing the Community Center for $40.00 and 

the deposit is for $35.00.  Clodfelter stated 

that we need to revisit this issue on  people 

reserving the building and then canceling at 

the last minute.  Council discussed the issue 

and Clodfelter will write a new rental agree-

ment for council to consider next month.  

Tabled until next month. 

Clodfelter stated that at the last liquor class 

she attended the State advised that the Local 

fees could be increased.  After discussion 

council stated that the Town would leave 

the fee the same. 

The annual planning meeting was dis-

cussed.  Clerk stated that she e-mailed Lee 

Merkel about attending the work session for 

August 29th.  Clerk will let council know 

the exact date. 

Wallace asked about the extra charges that 

are sometimes on your utility bill classified 

as alley clean up.  Dell stated that this is for 

tree limbs, boards, etc that is out by your 

trash and the maintenance department has 

to pick up.  It is a cost of $5.00 per cubic 

yard.  If your neighbors are putting these 

things by your trash and you are being 

charged for it, please talk to them.  Malouff 

stated that this is a trespassing law when 

people place there trash in your container. 

Cox asked about the tree spraying.  Clodfel-

ter stated that if you had a yellow flag in 

your yard this means that your trees were 

not sprayed.  Clodfelter stated that if any-

one did get missed Rich’s would come back 

and spray them for the Town. 

Council went into executive session at 8:25 

pm to discuss  a personnel matter with the 

Town Attorney. 

Mayor pro-tem adjourned the meeting at 

9:07 pm after the executive session was 

concluded.

Even though one of the Sirens was not working everyone was safe as Rick Dell and Chief Eveatt were on top of the problem and 

the sirens was manually being set off during the storm.  Since that time we ordered a new part and it was installed.  The cause of the 

problem was a lighting strike to the control box.  We have also changed the procedure for the weekly check.  The weekly check will 

be done thru the La Junta Fire Department and not automatic.  The sirens that went off at 3:00 am last Sunday was a human error.
