   Proposed Rate Increase for 2010 

On the November 

agenda will be a 

resolution for a pro-

posed rate increase 

in your utilities be-

ginning January, 1, 

2010.  At the finan-

cial committee meet-

ing on October 26, the committee decided 

on an increase in your hard/soft water of 

5%, 3% in trash and no increase in sewer. 

If the resolution is passed these will be the 

new rate schedule for 2010. 

Soft Water for the 1st 1000 gal will be 

$9.18 and 5.50 after the 1st 1000 gal bill 

on 1000 gal increments. 

Hard water will be $20.65 for the first 

7000 gal. 

$1.20 for the next 13,000 gal 

$2.42 for the next 10,000 gal 

$4.85 for the next 10,000 gal 

$7.27 over 40,001 gal 

Trash will be $18.58 

Outside of Town—residential will be 

$27.03 for trash 

Outside of Town—Businesses will be 

$11.26 per dump (per week) 

Sewer will be $16.54 

Tree Spraying will be $1.70 

The minimum bill will run you around: 

Soft $9.18 1000 gal 

Hard $20.65 7000 gal 

Trash $18.58 

Sewer $16.54 

Tree $ 1.70 

Total $66.65 month—this is the mini-

mum for soft and hard water usage.

During the regular board meeting of the 

Town Council Trustee Wallace asked 

about dog feces.  Council passed an 

ordinance on the 13th of October of 

2008 regarding this matter. 

Please read this Ordinance again and try 

to control your dogs. 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of 

the residents of the Town of Swink, Colo-

rado to amend Code Section No. 6 con-

cerning the control of dogs; 

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the public 

peace, health and welfare of the inhabi-

tants of the Town of Swink that dogs be 

controlled and licensed. 

Be it ordained by the Board of Trustees 

of the Town of Swink as follows: 

1. NUMBER of dogs Permitted.  No 

person, firm, corporation or other 

entity shall own, keep or harbor 

more than three (3) dogs over six (6) 

months of age within the incorpo-

rated town limits of the Town of 

Swink, State of Colorado.  The keep-

ing  of more than three (3) dogs on 

the premises that are over six (6) 

months of age shall be prima facie 

evidence of a violation of 

this section.  It is affirma-

tive defense to this section 

to demonstrate that the dogs 

are less than six months of 

age, buy only by production 

of credible evidence of the birth date 

of said animals. 

2. PENALTIES:  Whom ever shall 

violate any provision of this section 

shall be punished by a fine of not 

less than twenty-five ($25) and not 

more than one-thousand-dollars

($1000), or imprisonment of not 

more that one year, or by both such 

fine and imprisonment. 

3. Exemptions.  The provisions of this 

section shall not apply to premises 

used as a normal place of business 

by dog hospitals or veterinarians as 

properly zoned within the Town 

Limits. 

4. Removal of dog feces.  It shall be the 

responsibility of the dog owner to 

promptly remove all dog feces from 

any place where dogs may be housed 

upon the owner’s property.  Re-

moval shall be in such a timely man-

ner so as to minimize the adverse 

effects of smell, flies and unsanitary 

conditions. 

5. Removal of dog feces.  It shall be the 

responsibility of the dog owner to 

immediately remove all dog feces 

from any place where said dog de-

posits the same upon any public 

place or upon any property not 

owned by the dog owner.  Removal 

shall be in an immediate manner so 

as minimize the adverse effects of 

smell, flies and unsanitary condi-

tions. 

6. Conflicting Code Provision, Ordi-

nance or Resolutions.  All existing 

Town of Swink code sections, ordi-

nance or resolutions that conflict 

with these provisions are herby 

amended and/or repealed. 

7. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall 

be effective November 1, 2008. 

Introduced, read, passed on 1st reading 

and ordered published this 8th day of 

September, 2008. 

Adopted and approved on 2nd reading 

this 13th day of October 2008.

The letter stated 

that we are out of compliance with our 

covenant of 110%.  Cordova stated that 

he talked with them and will be sending 

them a letter regarding this matter. 

Dell stated that he talked with the Swink 

School about the new 2‖ water line that 

will be installed this week. 

Trustee Cox talked about the sirens.  Dell 

stated that he has talked with the La Junta 

Fire Department and Chief Eveatt is 

working 

on the problem.  Trustee Wallace asked 

about the sirens on the east side of town.  

Dell will make sure that they are work-

ing.  

Trustee Cox asked about the water for 

house plants.  He stated that he has had 

residents ask him about this because 

some of their plants are dying. 

Trustee Wallace asked about dog feces.  

Clerk stated that we passed an ordinance 

concerning this matter.  Attorney Malouff 

stated that a resident has 1 year to  file a 

complaint but the residents has to prove 

his or her case. (see page 3) 

Mayor Cordova adjourned the meeting at 

8:05 pm.
